In addition to shelter, we
operate a 24-hour crisis line, which for many survivors is their first step in reaching out for
help. The shelter also provides case management services, individual and group counsel-
ing, children services and victim advocacy through our Pathways program. We would not
be able to provide these services without the help of our community. *Please note all
bedding must be new.
